The trophy list is not as extensive as South Africa, but Nambia is renowed for the terrific quality of Gemsbok and Southern Greater Kudu.  If you want a great chance for a big one, this is the destination for you. It has several unique species especially the rare Damaraland Dik Dik and the very hard to get Black-faced Impala.  The Kalahari Springbok is the largest sub-specie of Springbok in Africa.  

Your Professional Hunter will ensure your safari is exactly what you need.  Just slip for a while into a world where Nature holds sway and let the natural magic of Africa do the rest.

Travel  & Import Documents

Only a valid passport is required for entry.  No Visa is required.

Import permit for firearms will be mailed to you to fill out prior to departure.  You will present it on arrival at Windhoek Airport.  

Inprocessing is dramatically hassel-free compared to South Africa and Zimbabwe.


Climate

During November to February the temperature range between 75 and 100 degrees Fahrenheit.  The summer nights are warm.

During May to August, the “Namibian Winter” boasts bright sunny days, but cool mornings and evenings with a slight possibility of frost.  Bring gloves and a down vest.  This is actually the favorite time of the year for safaris to be conducted.




Booking Instructions

Upon booking, a 50% deposit of the total Hunt Days is required 90 days prior to your hunt dates. The balance is due upon the day of arrival. 

Contact Dale Hedgpeth at 253-770-0595 to set your dates and he will send you the Invoice for you to sign. Aand attach your deposit check.

The best months for pleasant hunting are March thru October with late June and July being very cold at nights.

Hunting licenses, export permits for trophies are included in the daily rates as well as the field care of the trophies. 

If a Baboon or a Jackal is shot and the client wants it as a trophy, the above mentioned trophy fee applies.

Not all species are available in all camps.  When you book you can confirm the type of accomodation based on where you need to go for the species you designate.  Ideally, you provide the list of desired trophies and the PH will select the camp(s). 

Most camps are “under canvas” with hot & cold running water as well as flush toilets.  Lodge and guesthouse are available in some camps.  Most camps can accomodate 3 hunters with 3 observers. The law allows only one hunter per 17,000 acres.
