HUNT THE SELOUS IN TANZANIA

Introductory 7-day Safari:

The 7-day hunts are for those who want a shorter hunt or a less expensive option compared to the big cat safaris. These hunts offer the chance to take two Cape buffalo along with warthog, Lichtenstien’s hartebeest, zebra, Nyasa wildebeest and impala.

14-day Safari:

A 14-day safari is for those who want a longer, relatively low cost hunt with no cats, big antelope or elephant. This hunt offers the chance to hunt 2 buffalo, crocodile and a greater variety of plains game as set by the government.

21-day Safari:

The 21-day safari is the ultimate safari adventure offering the chance to hunt lion, leopard and elephant as well as the big antelope such as eland, sable and kudu. Hippo and crocodile can also be taken along with the entire list of plains game shown on our animal list as indicated below.

INFORMATION FOR YOUR HUNT

Information necessary for processing of hunting and firearm permits

Passport details - Date and place of birth, passport number, date and place of issue, nationality, occupation

Firearm details - type of gun, make, caliber, serial number, number of rounds of ammunition you will be bringing (max. 3 guns with 100 rounds per firearm) N.B. Please ensure that this information is correct as a mistake in the serial number could lead to your firearm being held by the customs.

Two passport photographs per hunter

Other information we need in case of emergency

Contact name and telephone number in case of emergency

Medical insurance policy number and details

Any allergies, medical conditions which we may need to know

Before leaving for Tanzania

If you intend to hunt leopard or elephant, which are on CITIES Appendix 1, you will need to apply for a CITIES pre-import permit in the country you intend to import the trophies to. A copy of this will then need to be given to the Outfitters upon completion of your safari to facilitate the exportation of your trophies. 

Malaria is prevalent in Tanzania, and it is recommended that malaria prophylaxis be taken during your stay. See your physician early enough to get the required number of tablets. You should take them two weeks before departure, during your schedule dates and continue them for 6 weeks after returning.

When booking your international flight to Tanzania, please be sure to advise the airline that you will be travelling with firearms and ammunition.

Pack as light as possible. They offer a same day laundry service in all the camps, so it is not necessary to weigh yourself down with lots of baggage. We also advise that you pack soft bags instead of suitcases as these are easier to fit in the small charter aircraft that will take you from Dar Es Salaam to the camp. We recommend you also take soft gun cases so that your firearms can be transferred from the hard cases on arrival in Dar Es Salaam to allow more room on the charter plane.

Please bring the name, address and contact details of where you would like your trophies to be sent.

If you have any special dietary requirements, please let us know in advance so that we can do our best to meet your needs.
